Make a friend. 

 Be a friend. 

  Bring a friend to Christ. 
 I heard Patty Batson speak those words at the 

Women’s Talk Help Day in her Action talk a few weeks ago.  

Powerful words.  Words that touched me in their simplicity 

when I made my weekend and words that reminded me 

today of how easy it is to spread the love of Christ. 

 In our community we have a very unique opportunity to do that -- 

sponsorship.  When you choose to sponsor, you give people an opportunity to grow 

in their love for Christ and to rededicate themselves to His service.   Consider the 

words printed on the cross you received on your weekend (and printed above as 

well):  “Christ is counting on you.” 

   Won’t you consider sponsoring a candidate?  Here are some guidelines: 

 Before you sponsor someone, make sure they are ready for the Weekend.  It 

is not a good idea to sponsor someone who has recently suffered a serious 

disappointment, divorce, loss or tragedy in his/her life.  Those are times to 

pray with and for your friend, but the Weekend should not be viewed as a 

time to heal life’s wounds.  The Weekend may indeed end up doing that, but 

that is not its focus.  It is suggested that a year should pass after a serious life 

event before one makes a weekend. 

 When you are ready to sponsor a candidate, get the application at www.tri-

statetresdias.org.  Read over it prayerfully, both the part that you must fill 

out and the part the candidate must fill out.  Your sponsorship is a 

commitment  to guide, support, and encourage your candidate in his/her 

faith walk and in the Tres Dias community, first as a candidate and then as a 

participatory member of the 4
th
 Day.  Meet with your candidate, pray 

together, and fill out the application with him/her.  Share everything about 

the experience, perhaps withholding those special events like Candlelight and 

palanca so they can be a wonderful surprise, but be frank in answering all 

questions your candidate may have.  Refer them to our website so they can 

educate themselves (have them read the newsletters, too!)  Additionally, in 

the next edition of this newsletter, we’ll be running some helpful information 

on how to explain the Weekend to a candidate. 

 Attend the Talk Help Days so you can share some of this experience with 

your candidate.  Tell everyone you know that you have a candidate on the 

weekend and encourage them to write palanca, serve a meal, etc.  Make sure 

you attend Secuela and sign up for the prayer vigil and to serve a meal.

 During the weekend, take your 

candidate to Sarto on Thursday night; 

this is the beginning of your new 

relationship; don’t take it lightly.    

Attend the sponsorship service.  Serve a 

meal.  Write notes and commit to an 

offering of personal sacrifice as your 

palanca .   Go to Candlelight and go to 

the Closing ceremony.  If your new 

pescadore is open to it, you might take 

him/her out to dinner after the Closing. 

 After the weekend, your responsibilities 

continue.  Sometimes we forget that part of it.  Naturally you will continue to 

lift your new pescadores up in prayer, but also encourage them to become a 

part of our community, the Tres Dias 4
th
 Day.   Most importantly, help them 

find a group.  Bring them to secuela, not just the first one but every one!   

Lead them to become involved in the Weekends by their prayers, service, and 

attendance at Weekend events.  Suggest their name to the upcoming rectora 

and rectoras as a possible team member.   

All of this may seem like a lot, but it is really a very simple thing to do.  Three 

simple things:  Make a friend.  Be a friend.  Bring a friend to Christ.
